Chuck Chapman, Danielle Barth, Dennis Cruise, 

Stephanie Monterosso, and their team of leaders have done a phenomenal job of transforming

Numbers are not important to us but I am proud to say that we 

have been staying regular on attendance of between 60-70 people. And also we did not loose or leave anyone 

behind in our transition time. (AMEN SOMEBODY) 

 

Many wonderful things have happened at Celebrate Recovery.  The hungry have been fed, the hurt have been 

healed, pew-warmers have become leaders, restoration has occurred and friendships that will stand the test of 

time have been made.  Many seeds have been sown, watered, and harvested.  Amen.  

 

Our large success is due to many contributing factors.  Our God anointed and appointed worship band and our 

door greeters who are there every week with a hug and a smile. The testimonies that we share bi-weekly as well 

as, our small groups that are divided by gender and recovery issues seem to be the secret recipe to this success.  

I would be being falsely humble if I did not say that the good Lord has blessed me with being very creative, and 

at times, a bit of a showmen during the lessons.  Now don't get me wrong, I am not being boastful.  It is my 

belief that I am not qualified to do this at all, but my boldness as Paul from Tarsus said, ñIs in Christ who dwells 

in me.ò  I have attended a lot of other Celebrate Recovery services and they do the same lesson that we do.  

However, they read it right out of the book, word for word and it gets rather dry at times.  I do the same lesson, 

crop in my life examples, try to seek ways to make it fun, yet at the same time, make it a driving force to change 

your lifestyle.  I not only provide intimacy with Christ, but the main thing I try to do is just get out of the way 

and let the Spirit have the service.

What a year this has been for our church and our small groups! We have seen many changes, but thankfully 

there have been many things that have remained unchanged and constant, like the way GOD has blessed us all 

and how the Primetimers have worked together for one another and some of the other small groups at 

Generations. 

 

The Primetimers have had two fundraisers this year. We had a candle sale in May and realized a $208.00 profit. 

Then we had a yard sale in October, and after all expenses were paid, we made $420.65. Our beginning bank 

balance in April, 2009 was $33.54. As of todayôs date, we have $705.19.  I would like to thank everyone who 

supported the Primetimers in raising this money, especially Hubert, Marie and Kathleen for putting in some 

long hours on the yard sale.

At the beginning of the year, our plan was to raise enough money to buy a defibrillator for the church along 

with the pediatric and adult pads that the machine requires. This Automated External Defibrillator is a 

computerized medical device used to treat Sudden Cardiac Arrest victims. It checks a personôs heart rhythm and 

advises the rescuer when an electrical shock is needed. This shock or defibrillation sends a current through an 

erratic heart to restore an organized rhythm.  However, we learned that Christ Hospital, through a program 

called, ñProject Heart Re-startò gives them to churches free!!  On November 17, we held a training class here at 

church, and there were 14 people who were AED/CPR certified. Thanks to everyone who came to learn how to 

use this life-saving device, although we pray that we never have to use it.  

 

Paul and I really enjoyed getting to know everyone when we had a ñgame nightò at church in June. Everyone 

brought a dish, and we played all the old games and some new ones for a few hours of fellowship. Some of 

those ladies play a mean game of cards. We have become really close to some of those great people that we 

played with that evening.  

  

Speaking of games, in July there were almost 40 of us who went to the Florence Freedom Baseball game for a 

fun night that included a great buffet and fireworks afterward.  We love that place because they make it so much 

fun bringing out the kid in all of us. They even put our name up on the scoreboard! Hopefully, weôll be doing 

that again this year in July.  

 

In October Bruce and Angie Keller were so gracious as to invite us to their home for a Bonfire Night.  We sat 

around the fire and ate and then we ate some more. Angie and Bruce are good cooks as well as wonderful hosts.
